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INTRODUCTION & BACKGROUND

ASSIGNMENT

In February of 2007, Illinois Wesleyan University (Bloomington, Illinois) retained
The Lawlor Group (TLG) to conduct an Identity Assessment assignment as one part
of its overall strategic planning effort. The purpose of the assignment is to help IWU
better understand its identity and obtain a “collective sense of self” as it embarks on
a new strategic plan. As part of that assignment—and to augment the investigation
and information gathering for the overall assignment—TLG conducted a web survey
with current students. This research was intended to supplement our qualitative
efforts during the site visit and provide quantitative data to support or refute our
initial conclusions. This report presents the findings and data analysis from this
research study.

RESEARCH OBJECTIVES
The research objectives of the quantitative study were to gather data on:

* Important attributes in selecting Illinois Wesleyan

* Reasons for choosing Illinois Wesleyan over other institutions
e Satisfaction with the Illinois Wesleyan student experience

* Expectations of IWU

* Key attributes of Illinois Wesleyan: current and aspirational

* Ratings of Illinois Wesleyan’s performance on key attributes
* Fulfillment of its mission

¢ Comparisons to competitors

An additional strategic objective of the study was to provide a satisfaction
improvement analysis to help Illinois Wesleyan determine where to invest time and
resources in its identity and positioning efforts.

METHODOLOGY

Sample Universe
Illinois Wesleyan provided a list of Student e-mail addresses. A total of 2,065 e-mail
invitations were successfully sent.

Survey Instrument

The survey instrument was developed by The Lawlor Group in consultation with
IWU. TLG also developed the e-mail invitation to participate. (A copy of the e-mail
invitation and the survey instrument are found in the Exhibits section.)
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Data Collection

The survey was conducted in April/May 2007 via the Internet. To help boost
response rates, two iPod shuffles and 12 $10 gift cards for the IWU Bookstore,
Tommy’s, Hattie’s, or Starbucks were awarded in a drawing.

Data Collection Results
Following are the final results for the data collection effort:

* Number of students successfully e-mailed: 2,065

* Questionnaires submitted: 748
* OQverall response rate: 36%

SATISFACTION LEVELS

Overall satisfaction with the Illinois Wesleyan student experience had a mean score
of 7.5 on the 10-pt. satisfaction scale. This puts overall satisfaction in the middle of
attributes/variables rated for IWU’s delivery/performance.

Males, Other Ethnic Groups (i.e., non-Caucasians), and upper-level students have
lower mean overall satisfaction scores, although only .7 of a point separates the top
category of respondents from the bottom category (see the chart on the following
page). First-Year Students are more satisfied than their older peers.

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SATISFACTION INDEX AND IMPROVEMENT POTENTIAL

A statistical approach was used to determine how important the attributes were to
respondents. This was then combined with the performance ratings. This process is
more fully explained in the Detailed Findings section of the report. When a
multivariate statistical analysis was run on the Illinois Wesleyan attribute
performance ratings, the Satisfaction Index (SI), a 1 to 100 scale, came out at 72.6.
In our experience, this is about average, where Satisfaction Index scores tend to
range from 60 to the mid 80s.

In addition to providing a Satisfaction Index score for all students, a separate
analysis was run for students by year in college. The following are those SI scores:

Year in College SI
First Year 77.3
Sophomore 72.7
Junior 70.4
Senior 71.2

First-Year Students have the highest Satisfaction Index, substantially above the other
three years.

The following table shows the attributes with the highest Improvement Potential
Scores (IPS). The score shows the amount of improvement that would be added to
the Satisfaction Index if the attribute had a perfect score from students in their
ratings. The top score attributes are where IWU should put its improvement efforts.

INFORMATION SOURCES ABOUT COLLEGES

The most frequent source for hearing about IWU was parents/siblings/other relatives
with 34 percent of respondents mentioning this source. Friends are second sources
with 28 percent of respondents mentioning.
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SELECTING IWU OVER OTHER INSTITUTIONS

The most important variables in selecting Illinois Wesleyan University over other
colleges and universities are:

* The overall quality of IWU’s campus facilities is very good
e IWU’s size is ideal

* Faculty have close relationships with students

* The atmosphere at IWU is friendly

* My campus visit allowed me to see myself at IWU

* WU has a reputation as a top regional university

EXPECTATIONS OF IWU

IWU has surpassed some or all of the expectations of over half of the respondents
(54%). An additional 20 percent said that IWU was what they had expected. Only 2
percent said that IWU had met hardly any of their expectations.

Expectations that haven’t been met included:

* Not enough diversity

* Difficult/poor registration process

* Can’t get needed classes

* Need better advising/better guidance

* Faculty not caring/not focused on student needs
*  Poor housing

ENROLL AGAIN AT IWU

Overall, three-quarters of students say they would enroll again at Illinois Wesleyan,
knowing what they know today. One of the most frequently mentioned reasons why
is that the students just like the overall IWU experience. They frequently used the
phrase “Love it” when indicating why they would enroll again. Most students see
the positives of the University. Reasons for enrolling again include:

» Challenging/strong academics and programs
» Supportive, quality faculty and staff

» Preparation for future

» Feel welcomed/friendly

*  Wonderful community and people

Overall satisfaction with the Illinois Wesleyan experience had a mean score of 7.5 on
the 10-pt. satisfaction scale. This puts overall satisfaction in the middle of
attributes/variables rated for IWU’s delivery/performance, with about half of the
variables being rated higher and half being rated lower, as shown on the chart on the
following page.

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SATISFACTION MEASUREMENT AND IMPROVEMENT PLANNING

The following is an explanation of the processes used to develop the Improvement
Planning data. It is not necessary to fully understand these processes to be able to
grasp the results in the Student Satisfaction Index section below, but rather it is
included in the main body of the report because it provides background that may
answer questions as to what the process yields.

Satisfaction Measurement Processes Description

The Student Satisfaction measurement and analytical process employed by The
Lawlor Group produces much more than a list of attributes with mean scores that tell
how satisfied the respondent is. This “mean score” method does not take into
account how important each attribute is. A college or university may be doing a
great job on the things that are unimportant while not performing as well on the
things that really count to the student. To correct for this, multivariate statistical
routines are used to derive importance levels, the accepted research way of finding
out what is most important to respondents. The following explains this process
employed by The Lawlor Group:

Correlation Coefficients

The correlation shows the linear relationship between each independent
variable and the dependent(s)’. Values of the correlation coefficient range
from —1 to +1. The absolute value of the correlation number indicates the
strength of the linear relationship between the variables, with larger absolute
values indicating stronger relationships. The sign of the correlation indicates
the direction of the relationship; if negative, the higher the dependent
variable, the lower the independent variable and vice versa.

In marketing research, correlations are sometimes referred to as “derived
importance” as the correlations measure the strength of the relationship of the
independent variables to the dependent variable(s). The higher the absolute
value of the correlation, the more impact the variable has on the dependent
variable(s); i.e., Overall Satisfaction measure.

Factor Analysis

Factor analysis is used to identify underlying groups or commonalities that
explain the correlations among a set of variables. Factor analysis is often used
to summarize a number of variables with a smaller number of derived groups
of these variables, called factors. In the Student Satisfaction analysis, the
independent satisfaction ratings are “clustered” into factors, grouping the

" The dependent variable in customer satisfaction research is usually a measure of overall satisfaction
such as Overall Satisfaction, Willingness to Recommend, etc. In the IWU Current Student Study,
Overall Satisfaction with the student experience at IWU was used as the dependent variable.
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variables that tend to be rated the same way. This approach is particularly
helpful when there are a large number of attributes being measured, such as in
the IWU Current Student Study, and where some of the attributes may be
measuring the same underlying factor. Multiple variables measuring the same
underlying factor is referred to as multicolinearity.

The factor loading scores indicate the strength of each variable’s relationship
to the factor to which it belongs. Just as correlation coefficients, the factor
loadings range from —1 to +1 with the higher the absolute value, the stronger
the relationship between the variable and the factor.

Regression Analysis

A regression analysis is run with the factors and the dependent variable(s) to
measure the strength of the relationship between the factors and the
dependent variable(s). The outputs from this analysis used in the satisfaction
index process are the beta weights. The higher the beta weight, the more
impact that factor has on the dependent variable(s).

Another output reported is the R-Squared. This measure ranges from 0.0 to
1.0. The closer to 1.0, the better the factors are measuring the dependent
variable(s); i.e., the better the questionnaire is in evaluating Overall
Satisfaction or other dependent measures. The general rule of thumb for

R-Squared:
High: +.80
Average: .60-.79
Low: .59 and below

Individual Satisfaction Index (SI) scores are then calculated by weighting the
attribute ratings by each of their respective SI weights and combining these
weighted scores to produce an overall SI score. SI scores range from O to
100 with 100 perfect score or ALL attributes being rated 10 by ALL
respondents. The SI score allows comparisons to be made among groups.

In addition to producing an SI score, statistical methods are used to show
which attributes should be targeted in order to raise the SI score the
maximum amount. This is the Improvement Potential Score (IPS). The IPS
score is calculated by taking the difference between the SI score and the
optimum score (100), and allocating it to the attributes based on their SI
weights and performance ratings. The IPS score for each attribute is the
amount of improvement in the overall SI score that could be attained if the
individual attribute score was perfect. IPS scores can be used to plan where
to conduct improvement efforts.

Calculations—SI and IPS

To produce a Satisfaction Index (SI), several statistical processes were run. First, a
factor analysis was run. A factor analysis looks at all the attributes in a set and
groups them together according to their strength of relationship to each other. Seven
factors were identified when the analysis was run on the 32 satisfaction attributes
where correlations were relevant. The factors were:

» Faculty Quality

* Reputation & Quality

The seven factors were then used in a regression analysis. A regression analysis
looks at the factors and their relationship to a dependent variable. In this case, the
satisfaction dependent variable was overall satisfaction with the Illinois Wesleyan
University student experience. The measure of the relationship for each attribute to
the factor is called the factor loading. The strength of the relationship of the factor to
the dependent variable is called the beta weight. The higher the beta weight, the
more impact the factor has on student satisfaction. The following are the factor beta
weights:

From the above, it can be seen that the factor, Learning Environment, is much more
important than outside school interests or technology in defining satisfaction levels.

The Satisfaction Index (SI) weights are calculated by multiplying the factor loadings
and beta weights. The result is a SI weight for each attribute.

Individual SI scores are then calculated by weighting the attribute ratings by each of
their respective SI weights and combining these weighted scores to produce an
overall SI score. SI scores range from O to 100 with 100 being a perfect score or
ALL ratings were rated 10 by ALL respondents. The SI score for Illinois
Wesleyan University Students is 72.6. In our experience with previous research
studies, this is slightly about average, where SI scores tend to range from 60 to the
mid 80s.

Another result of the SI regression is the R-Squared, or the amount of the variance in
the dependent variable (Overall Satisfaction) that is explained by the factors of the
attributes. The R? in our calculations was .69. In other words, the satisfaction
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attributes that we measured with students explain 69 percent of the amount of overall
student satisfaction variance. The .69 measure is about average in our experience
with previous studies. Usual R scores run from .58 to .80. The following chart
shows the amount of variance explained by each of the factors.

What expectations did you have that haven’t been met at Illinois
Wesleyan?

First-Year Students

* Adpvisors are not as helpful as the school makes them seem. Also, the student
centered approach the school claims to employ is a false claim they should not use
to sell the school to prospective students.

* Adpvisors that are prompt and available

* Challenging classes, safe place, decent housing(i.e. No hot water, or no heat, or
no ac), freshman roommate selection(not good pairings), housing staff
competence(policy not enforced)

* Ethnic diversity

* I don't think it's easy to have expectations of college be met. I came here with
expectations of my major and it's not that they met them or didn't meet them as
much as it was just different. I wish there were more classes offered.

* T expected challenging classes, and that has not been delivered. All of my part-
time professors have been completely disengaged. When I have issues, none of
the staff are good about answering their emails. The university also disregards
student groups unless you're militant about getting attention. ORL is exclusionary
and completely incompetent at actually addressing student issues because they're
too worried about being politically correct.

* T expected professors to help you pursue your desired career field but instead, all I
got from the biology department was that I should decide on something else, but
that's only one department. The chemistry department chair helped me find other
ways to still pursue the same career path.

* T expected the students to be more accepting. I sometimes don't feel very
welcomed or accepted here, though, mainly because of religious intolerance and
other prejudices against GLBTQ individuals such as myself. Furthermore,
although the students here are smart and can do well in their classes, I haven't
found many students with the vivid intellectual energy that often accompanies

geniuses, even though I was told brilliant people abound at IWU. (I have found
some brilliant professors, though, which has greatly pleased me.)

I expected the students to care more about multicultural activities and awareness.
I felt that the gateway would better prepare me for writing for my college classes.
However, I worked extremely hard to not have any improvement. Overall, some
of the classes offered to freshman in majors and gateways make it hard to avoid
failing. Gateway is supposed to be an introduction to college, not a three hundred
level class that kills our GPA

I thought it would be easier to come in as an undecided major and still graduate
within four years.

I thought that the professors would be better. I had many professors that
disappointed me. I also believe that facilities should be better maintained. In my
residence halls there were never more than 3 dryers working at any given time.
Also, May Term was emphasized as being very helpful but not many classes are
offered that would be an advantage to take.

I was hoping for a more rigorous academic climate. The class sizes are larger than
I expected. There is more drinking than I anticipated.

More engagement of students in classroom discussion. Better teaching quality of
faculty.

My expectations that haven't been met are the first year housing and Gen Ed
classes are more difficult and time consuming than they should be.

Registration was made to be like a breeze when we are applying here, but in
reality it’s a nightmare. Also IWU is not diverse, and quite often certain
community is rather segregated by choice.

The change in study abroad has destroyed my hopes of studying abroad. Also, the
lack of creativity in most of the courses makes it the same as if one went to a state
school... The information is presented the same as I would expect, and have
experienced, in a 100 person lecture.

The class and housing registration were awful, and I guess I poorly estimated the
amount of people who go here. I see the same people every day, and that is
slightly irritating.

The football team isn't good.

They boasted of a superior music program for voice, but really, it is unrealistic
and not very challenging (for voice performance, not many of the other music
majors)

They did not help me get an internship this summer, and I know that freshman at
other colleges got internships through their school
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Sophomores

A better art program.

A cooperative, not competitive biology department. More diverse people.

A lot of students are not like me, some faculty doesn't take any effort to get to
know your name

A more diverse student body, a more mature student body, a higher student
commitment to activism/participation in events bigger than themselves. I thought
it would be more politically liberal than it actually is.

As much as the faculty (professors, advisors, etc) have been attentive and helpful,
I feel the staff lacks those same qualities. I have personally felt belittled and
singled-out by some staff members who have greatly affected my opinion of
Wesleyan and my future plans to support the school once I graduate. There are
some ideologies and rules at the school that directly contradict the normalities of
college-life. While the faculty is trying to prepare us for the real world in our
classrooms, the staff seems to be sheltering us from real situations. Also, I do not
understand how our tiny school has so many technical issues so often when
neighboring schools of 20,000-35,000 students have never had any problems with
registration and such.

Athletics are not what I thought and classes are tougher than expected.
Availability of courses in liberal arts

Cleanliness of bathrooms

Faculty does not care about students on a personal level. Most make it difficult
for athletes and do not understand for missed classes even if reason is legit. I
expected a more "lax" atmosphere when I came here, but the faculty here makes it
difficult to have a life outside school work.

Far less diversity than my high school.

Field placements for observations and student teaching - the school is too small to
have very good variety for student placements.

Frankly, they've been very poor about treatment to members of the Greek
community. Our housing is abominable and we can't be given new housing
quickly (this is understandable). However, if members of our group choose to
live elsewhere (in better accommodations) we can be fined. Additionally, tuition
is going up almost every semester ... But our loans aren't increasing accordingly.
It’s unfair to increase tuition without compensating somehow. Those are the two
most serious things that bother me; everything else has been pretty good or minor
problems that can be chalked up to circumstance.

I didn't receive an internship after my sophomore year.

I expected a challenging, stimulating, and intellectual scholarly community. I
expected to be surrounded by intelligent students with a deep desire to learn. I
expected a more diverse (I do not mean only ethnically diverse) student body.

I expected a more diverse student body.

I feel that for what it cost, the faculty should be more helpful. Also, the food
service sucks. There are no options.

I hate this school.

I thought that the faculty would have had better teaching skills. Many of the
teachers that I have had are fully accomplished in their fields and very smart,
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however are completely deprived of the ability to actually teach the subject that
they are so interested and accomplished in.

I thought that the professors would be engaging, but so far I’ve almost been
turned off from my major because there are so few professors in that field and
I’ve had a bad experience with one of them. What am I supposed to do after that?
I thought there would be a wider variety of courses. For example, I thought there
would be computer classes for Excel and Access but there aren't any so I am
taking summer school.

Less emphasis on superficial diversities. Not having to waste time in unimportant
'required' classes

More intelligent student body.

Social life is a letdown, unfriendly atmosphere(peers)

Sometimes I feel as though all of what has been promised to me has not been
fulfilled.

The education program has failed to meet my expectations. I planned to student
teach in Chicago, and I understand that the program was cut due to funding, but
they are not making any attempts to find another program. This option was one of
the main reasons I chose IWU. The education department, aside from a select few,
has not been helpful; instead they try to push their views onto students and do not
LISTEN to what we have to say. It's not OUR teaching beliefs, it's theirs. Some
professors are severely lacking CLASSROOM experience. How can a professor
tell me how to teach when s/he has never had his/her own classroom? I expected
to have professional, knowledgeable, diverse professors, and those expectations
have not been met. Some of the greatest professors I have had left IWU due to
contracts or other issues. This was severely disappointing; IWU should do
everything they can to seriously consider students' perspectives. I also expected to
be able to take whatever classes I wanted because IWU is so small, but despite
paying $38,000 a year, I have not been able to get into many classes. IWU does
not seem to realize that the current system for registering is not optimal; IWU
should also hire more professors so that more classes are offered. Basically, I
could have gone to North Central or Augie for less money, more financial aid,
more class options, and proficient professors. I chose IWU because I believed it
would provide me with the best education and opportunities for my future; so far,
it has not met my expectations.

The education program is lacking in direction and general commitment to the
students. It focuses on standards rather than good teaching techniques. Oh, and
the free stuff the library gives out could be a lot cooler. A lot cooler.

The fact that it is impossible to get into the classes that I need in my major,
especially since I am entering my junior year.

The name "Wesleyan" is very misleading. It is difficult to be a part of a religious
organization on this campus and not be viewed as a hypocrite, and it is difficult to
find meeting places at times. Faculty is less welcoming/friendly than I expected.
Many staff and faculty are hard to get a hold of/don't respond to messages.

The opportunity to do research with professors and to have intellectually
stimulating classes.

The overall diversity of the campus is extremely poor.
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The school is sorely lacking in economic and ethnic diversity. Some of the
teachers probably shouldn't be in a teaching position.

There is no stimulating academic environment, the quality of the school is much
lower than packaged, the intelligence of the student body is negligible, the IWU
bubble prevents world events from being debated or even brought to the attention
of the student body

Too small of a campus, not very broad offering of classes

Understanding subject matter, professors have problems explaining things so that
students understand.

Juniors

Facilities of the Music Department are lacking. Need a decent performance hall.
Need decent rehearsal spaces. Need a good string department. Need better
management of overall budget. Needs to stop wasting money on useless things
like the "Welcome Center". Meal plan is a scam!

A larger curriculum for English students not going into teaching or any kind of
creative fiction

Advising is terrible here

Approachable and nice staff, lack of diverse options for minor requirements
Career and internship help/advising was not as available or useful as I expected
Coaching ability from athletics. A lot of the grading from professors is based off
of intangible qualities. Itis about 50/50 regarding professor satisfaction.
Education Department has been disappointing to me and the town of Bloomington
has been a real bummer.

Extensive study abroad program and financial aid to make that feasible. Financial
assistance has declined every year I’ve attended while tuition has risen. Too much
emphasis on pre-med Biology students and not for any other graduate school
profession (such as pre-Law.)

Extremely challenging academic courses

Financial aid was not as helpful as I was led to believe. Study abroad is not as
accessible as it could be. Security was presented as being better. Career center is
not helpful

Free thinking, progressive, diverse, and open minded student body and
environment.

How well the administration runs the university.

I expected a more student-oriented environment.

I expected it to be much more rigorous academically.

I expected more independent thinking from the student body.

I expected more political activism on the campus and more active interest by
students on global affairs

I expected there to be a more diverse campus, in regard to students, staff, and
faculty. The world is not predominately white and from upper or middle-class
society. I expected there to be more culturally sound policies, especially with
housing issues. I believe the University failed me in how they handle racially
prejudice situations amongst roommates and housing. Issues should not be merely
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"swept" under the carpet; they should be addressed in a more educational manner.
I believe that there should be more in place to create a more diverse campus life,
so students are submerged in an environment where they can learn from one
another so as to combat ignorance.

I feel like my program of study hasn't prepared me enough for what I'll be dealing
with in the real-life market.

I feel like the academic environment has not been as rigorous as I expected. Also,
I feel like campus environment hasn't been as student centered as I would have
expected (especially ORL which I feel should have students at the center of their
mission).

I thought everyone was going to be focused on their academics/ future success in
life, but too many people are wasting the faculty's time, and our money--Now in
my junior year, [ have connected with all my teachers.

I was not supported by several faculty in decisions that I needed guidance on. I
was not able to receive a teaching certification in the areas I desire. I also feel the
overall feel of the school is over exaggerated. There is a large emphasis on a "we
are better than others" attitude and I feel that is the wrong impression to be giving
a college of impressionable students. I also feel I paid far too much for the
opportunities and lack of diversity and education I received.

I was told that I would start on the lacrosse team my freshman year if I decided to
come to IWU, but when I got there in the Fall, there was no team! IWU
administration say they are pro-Greek life, but neglect fraternity houses and make
up outrageous fines to get chapters kicked off campus. Tuition is so expensive,
but students see no real indications of that, besides the bill

Independence that I hoped to gain - freshman year felt more like we had Big
Brother watching our every move, documenting everything. And I was under the
assumption that there was almost a 100% acceptance into med school...there isn't
It claimed the theater program was nationally renowned and it was one of the top
schools nationally. Although theater here is exceptional and the school is above
average, it is nowhere near the caliber of schools like Grinnell, Notre Dame,
Northwestern, University of Chicago, Oberlin, etc. Also, it is very repetitive in
terms of student body. Most of the students are upper middle class white kids
from the Suburbs of Chicago.

Job placement or help in finding a career after graduation. HUGE lack of
internship opportunities available through Career Center for Fine Arts.

Knowing what i have to have done by my senior year as a freshman. Liaison
between Greek life and campus life.

Living expectations, social network,

My advising in the education department has been very poor. Additionally, many
of the courses I have taken in the Educational Studies Department have not been
very helpful, exciting, or useful.

Nurturing arts community liberal Arts does not succeed-the students end up very
success and money-driven or dissatisfied with the intellectual energy of the
campus. The only students that seem to enjoy the campus are not those who want
a whole liberal arts experience (i.e. Business majors)
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Professors’ ability to teach material, friendliness and inclusiveness, Feeling
intellectually challenged, strong academic environment, a reliable and student-
centered residential life program

Students were not as diverse as I expected them to be, job placement was
concentrated in the Midwest, strong emphasis on Chicago but not other major
cities or places within the country or around the world for graduate schools or
Jjobs

The ability of the school to correctly identify and ACT upon problems that the
students bring up. There is too much bureaucracy and not enough action when
students bring something to the attention of the BOT or the president. The
Strategic plan is utter shit, just words on paper that don't inspire action or
attention. It needs to be more concise and more of the ideas expressed in it need
to be acted upon faster. Also, the way the school handles its money seems like
magicians playing with monopoly money: where it goes, nobody knows! But
who cares! It’s just play money!

The administration does not cater as much to the students as it should in terms of
quick response and well being.

The career center did not really help with my anticipated internship goals. Study
Abroad opportunities were no-existent. Teachers are liberal and administration is
conservative.

The Educational Studies Program did not live up to my expectations. It leaves
much to be desired and I am fearful about the education I have received from this
program.

The financial aid office is the only major thing about the campus that turned me
away. There is little assistance offered, especially to students who may even be
legal independents. The financial aid office refuses to acknowledge this. Because
of this I have looked at transferring to other schools many times.

The lack of spam mail protection

There is a lack of higher competition within the music building, and there should
be less coursework and more work on musical technique as well as performance
within the performance major degree. Higher expectations should be expected of
performance majors, and because of lack thereof, performance majors barely
practice. An example would be a test in technique for every jury where an
expected goal should attempt to be achieved, even if it is farfetched. Students of
the performance program often have memory slips and technical problems
because they do not focus enough on these problems. Music cannot be created
without technique.

Though respected by others outside the university, my major (biology) track lacks
opportunities for students that aren't sure what exactly they want to do (are not
premed, pre-vet, or pre-dent). Not enough diverse topics are covered, and each
course is so difficult that it is undesirable to take more than one class in the major
at a time. Also, the career center, while friendly, has not helped me find
internships two years in a row. Rather, they told me to go look online through the
countless websites that have offerings. While it is nice to have options, it was a
waste of time to ask them for help because I could have found websites to look on
my own.
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Too many to write in one paragraph.

When I applied, Wesleyan boasted about their religious affiliation but when I
became a student, I did not find Wesleyan had any interest in religious
affiliations.

Seniors

Academic environment was a little too focused on testing well as opposed to
learning well.

Affordable study abroad, career advising. Internship help (I had to do all of it on
my own), horrible advising

Better med school advising process. It tells you something when a school that
boasts about its premed program can't sent a student to a top 10 med school in the
past 5 years. Additionally, I expected the school to have a better reputation. Most
medical schools I spoke with had never heard of 111 Wes... Even in the Midwest.
Cultural Diversity, Geographic Diversity, Understanding/willingness of
administration

Diversity of class offerings within my major, biology

Diversity of student body, overall intelligence of student body, acceptance of
different religions/lack of religion.

Everything I rated a 5 or less on, particularly general (not ethnic) student and
faculty diversity

Feel more confident about what I learned. Did not get to take some classes I
wanted to because of the scheduling.

I don't fit the model of an IWU student, and the opportunities that are offered are
primarily focused on that model.

I don't think the quality of the education I received here was as great as what the
university likes to think it provides.

I expected more guidance early on from professors. I also anticipated more
flexibility with class scheduling. I feel that, especially this past year, there was a
lack of assistance from faculty, staff, and campus offices in preparing for
graduating.

I feel like you pay all this money to go here, and once you are out on your own.
The career center does not do enough for science majors. Many of the things that
you asked to rate I feel don’t apply, because I don’t conceder Wesleyan to even be
"on the board" for some points of interest. (See what I marked low, NA, or
unimportant.

I feel that the depth of the curriculum was not up to my expectations nor were the
type of courses in terms of diversity.

I felt as though, despite strong rhetoric to the contrary, the faculty/administration
was more concerned with their own reputations and financial issues, rather than
focusing on developing well-rounded students. Furthermore, we advertise
ourselves as a liberal arts university, but our biggest major is Business. Does no
one see the contradiction there?! And the Career Center is geared almost 100%
toward business majors. As someone with liberal arts major, if I ever wanted an
internship or career advice, I had better look elsewhere. And finally: ORL.
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Where do I start? That organization does NOT need to be even 1/3 of the size it
is. It is literally taking over the university.

I had the expectation that there would be a lot of student traditions- fun, silly
things that students would do every year around homecoming, etc. I had older
friends who went here who told me this. When I got here, the University decided
that the traditions had to go. Illinois Wesleyan has killed every meaningful
student tradition in the hope that something more respectable will come about.

I thought that the administrative staff would be friendlier. I also believed that the
Greek system was valued by those in positions of power, but as I see now, they do
not highly value the opinions of such students. Finally, I felt that the academic
advising was subpar and the Career Center only met the needs of those looking
for employment and specifically in the field of business.

I thought this would be a campus that valued diversity, but it sees diversity in
terms of black and white. The curriculum and ideals of the faculty are all in line
with some set code (perhaps that of the Board of Trustees). All faculty that I have
had that have offered different ideas and the best professors I have EVER HAD at
Wesleyan have been let go. Politics within the faculty at this school is disgusting,
and as a result the students suffer.

I was hoping that more medical schools would realize the difficulty of IWU and
give a little more leeway with GPA requirements. One of the things that hooked
me about IWU is the "100% acceptance rate into graduate programs." I worked
hard my entire 4 years, but I kept telling myself "its ok, the med schools know
IWU is a hard school. They'll understand," when I had average grades. I'm a
smarter/better student than some of my pre-med buddies from other schools, but
they're having a better time than I am getting in because they look better on paper.
Tell the biology professors to curve more. If they have to kill us in class, at least
give us a little more reward for it. Yeah, I'm bitter.

I was not able to join a sorority. I have not found a job and I am a graduating
senior. I have not made any lifelong friends.

I was told that I could pursue many different interests, however if you are a
biology major it is almost impossible to take a course out of the department,
hardly any classes transfer from other institutions, and the academic advising and
career counseling are do it yourself because you won't get any help. Also, the
student body was said to be liberal and open minded which is the exact opposite,
as there is barely any diversity, the student body is generally from the same place,
and is mostly Christian. I can't count how many times I was asked if I believe in
Jesus walking on campus.

I would have expected more cooperation from the university in regards to
fraternity/sorority life. It seems as though IWU would rather rid them of Greek
life when most of the contributions to the university are given by Greek alums.
Lack of advising. Career center is only business/accounting oriented. Lack of
internships in diverse fields difficulty in combining the fine arts and core
academics as a major/minor

My program did not prepare me as well as I wished it would've. I was
disappointed at the lack of diversity.

No diversity
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Quality of students was very poor from an intellectual standpoint. Almost
everyone is from Illinois, especially suburban Chicago. Poor choice in course
offerings - I couldn't take many classes that would be standard at other schools
because they weren't offered often enough. Study abroad program's new policy
screws incoming students - I had a great experience studying abroad at IWU
before the policy change but would not do so if it was like it is now, as it's a total
rip-off. Didn't feel like I got much value for my money in terms of quality of
education for $ paid; my classes were not that small, I could have went to a state
school for free, and not being able to take many important classes in my major
will hurt me in graduate school.

The business major is a complete waste of time. The curriculum in no way
prepares students for careers in business. At best, it provides a way for IWU
quietly add the less intelligent students to their list of graduates.

The classes were easier than I expected.

The faculty is by far more liberal than the students. Most of the campus is
apathetic to all social issues. The university's commitment to social justice and
global consciousness is not true. The students it recruits don't care and IWU's
endeavors read as a slightly more than lip service. Hate crimes are not properly
dealt with. The camps lacks an intellectual atmosphere students do not engage in
academic relevant, there are insufficient internship and employment opportunities
for students not in the business/econ/accounting program or in the natural
sciences. The faculty of the art program is apathetic, do not offer a sufficient
range of learning opportunities, the art history program is completely dominated
by the history of dead white enlightenment period men. The art program does not
encourage independent study and keeps classes in the course book that attract
students here but are never offered such as animation courses, and a stable
drawing concentration. Further, it offers no web design courses when it is the
industry expectation that a graphic designer need to be able to work across
formats. The faculty of color and queer faculty are not given the same amount of
respect, not is enough done to recruit them. The university glances over student
experiences and provides a hostile environment underneath a surface of
Midwestern politeness.

The school lies about how diverse it is. Too easy to get on the Dean's list. IT isn't
funded well enough to support the technological standards that the University
uses to draw in new students.

The social aspect of college is lagging here. Also, I think that for the amount of
money we pay to attend IWU, there needs to be a wider variety of courses within
schools.
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Knowing what you know today about Illinois Wesleyan, if you were now
choosing a college to attend, would you still choose to enroll at Illinois
Wesleyan?

I believe that Illinois Wesleyan University is too expensive for what the university
offers.

I've had the worst college experience here, and I feel like no one wants me to
succeed and I'm being forced to chose another major.

It is boring here and very cliquish. If you’re not in a frat, play a sport, or drink it
will be very hard to make friends here. Basically your either anime, jock, or a
Greek life person

It is like high school all over again. There is nothing ever to do on weekends.
Because this year has been an overall rotten experience

While I enjoy the academic aspect, the social aspect is lacking and some students
are very narrow minded. Also, I have issues with the sorority/fraternity rules that
have been implemented this year.

Campus is very isolated and not tolerant of differences, especially in terms of
socioeconomic status and race.

Sophomores

I do not appreciate strong liberal ideas that heavily influence some professor's
curriculums and teaching. I feel that some classrooms and discussions are NOT
inclusive at all because of this. I personally feel that some of my professors have
put liberal views as the only correct and righteous ones in class.

Because I think my needs would be better filled at any other university.

I would have chosen to go to a school in a larger town. I didn't realize the effects
of the "IWU bubble". I feel trapped at times.

Not really sure....maybe I would still have attended....I guess I cannot really say
yes or no...just maybe

I love IWU, but I think that I might make some different choices now that I am
intimately familiar with the ways of this institution. I might make new decisions
especially based on financial reasons.

I feel like there aren't enough opportunities to explore my options here. It is hard
to schedule classes because there are only a few sections or they aren't offered
each semester or even each year.

It's just too small for me.

It was not at all what I expected. I found that the people that go here are typically
very similar, not all the programs are of the same level, and the geographic
location limits what activities you can do. My parents made me come here.

It feels like high school all over again except the classes are more difficult. Not
getting the "college experience" - too much time spent in library, no social outlets
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I think there might be a better fit for me somewhere else, not as impressed with
"intellect" from students as I thought, burnt out from similar types of people
Because I don't know what my other options are. If I could go anywhere else, I
would consider somewhere in Chicago or a place with a more active student body
or a more politically aware and active student body.

Faltering athletic programs, not as culturally diverse as I would like, not as fun as
I would like.

Because I want to go to Duke.

I no longer want the small-school experience that I expected to when graduating
HS.

I wish I would have gone to a bigger school further away from home. I've had
good experiences here, but if I could start again I would choose a large school
with a better social life NOT in central Illinois.

There are multiple reasons; one would be the fact that I pay a lot of money to not
get into the classes I want.

Did not meet up to my expectations.

It is becoming way too expensive, and although financial aid is helping, I had
more financial aid at other schools. The education program is not optimal here.
The college was not how I thought it would be. There isn't as much of a variety in
majors as I would have liked and the majors that do exist are much closed off and
not as in-depth. There isn't as much of a variety in courses which made it very
difficult for me as an undecided major. The school is also a little too small for me.
The financial burden on myself and my family after I graduate. I was offered
more financial aid at every other college I applied to and more scholarship money
at comparable universities. Also, my degree program was not was I expected.
The theatre program is under-funded with less than satisfactory facilities (with an
infamous and unfulfilled promise for improvements) and the dance program could
use major expansion.

I would have chosen Northwestern University over IWU.

I would have rather gone to a larger university with more diversity in student life
and academia. The teachers do NOT support Greek life, making it hard and
acceptable to be involved. VERY EXPENSIVE. Not worth the $40,000 a year...

I don't feel that the education I am getting is worth the money. I can get and equal,
or better, education some place that is half the cost.

I'd rather choose a university that had a faculty well-versed in their subjects and
with more ability to TEACH.

I don't like most of the people who go here, and I also do not like the social
atmosphere. This school is for rejects of better universities and people who want
to re-invent themselves from who they were in high school.

I've been completely disappointed by the "college" experience here at Illinois
Wesleyan. It is NOT what I expected, nor what I want from my four years here.
The school's academics are fine, but otherwise, I do not enjoy attending this
university.

It's not as diverse as I thought it would be. A variety of activities is sometimes
non-existent.

Faculty issues
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I'm not satisfied with the courses that are available, and the atmosphere of the
school is very different than was presented during the tour and by IWU literature
Because the business office and the financial aid office do not communicate with
each other and they do not deal with students. They really just treat you like crap.
That is not a very good policy.

I do not enjoy it at IWU, because the work I am doing in class, some of my
friends are completing in grad school. I came here and expected a different
atmosphere with friendly people and that is not what is here. Teachers do not care
about individual attention, and they do not make time for you outside of class for
the majority. One of the positive about a small school is teacher attention, which
is not offered here.

Other than friends, I will not miss IWU when I leave. And, friends I would have
had anywhere I went. I will not miss the school. There are no traditions I will
remember/miss (there are literally no traditions to remember or miss), there are
some great professors, but there are definitely bad professors. I want to miss
IWU, but I don’t see it happening. Maybe at a different school things would have
been different. Maybe I would be able to miss a different school.

Not a good school

I would have chosen to enroll at a college that was bigger and offered more
majors and options for persons who aren't totally sure what they want to do. IWU
needs more diverse and a variety of majors. Yes, the Bio and pre-med program
(and the music program) are great. But most other majors are lacking.

The information I was given as a prospective student was not congruent with my
actual experience. I was told that I would be challenged, that IWU students were
equally desirous of intellectual pursuits. This is not the case. The students here
are generally close-minded, sheltered, and immature. Of course this is not always
the case, but very often it is. I was even lied to about the dorm life (Gulick is,
quite frankly, disgusting). They also lied about accommodating alternative diets
in the Bertholf Commons. The admission people are completely misled.

Juniors

Does not offer courses / majors I have become interested in and want to pursue
Location

I think I should have gone to a less difficult school in the city.

I feel I could have received the same level of education at another university that
was much more affordable.

After studying abroad, I have a much different view of the world and the
university. I think I would have liked to have gone to a school in a city.

I feel that I was slightly deceived when I applied and then when I switched
majors, the school was not very cooperative...I just don't feel like it was a good
choice.

Too expensive.

I think I got a good education, but I was disappointed by the student body. I don't
think the cost of tuition and fees outweighs the benefits I’ ve received coming
here.
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Because I feel like the program I'm in isn't what I was looking for, and isn't suited
to my needs.

I think I would have been happier elsewhere

I went in as an undecided major. If I were to choose a university now, I would
choose one with a stronger anthropology department (particularly
biological/physical anthropology)

More opportunities at other schools. I feel Wesleyan misled me at times. VERY
EXPENSIVE. My family was told ANYONE can afford a Wesleyan education. I
am not $50,000 in debt and my parents are in $10,000.

I do not believe my grades or the prestige of the university is reflective of the
stress and effort the academic environment encourages.

I'm made some great friends here and had some exceptional professors, but for the
most part I think I could have gotten a comparable education somewhere for half
the cost.

I would have gone to Notre Dame

I think attending a small private instruction is good for educational purposes and
helping students get into a selective graduate school. That is the main reason why
I chose to attend Illinois Wesleyan. But when it comes to coming in contact with a
variety of different types of people from all over the world Illinois Wesleyan fails
miserably. The population is too homogenous. 95 percent of the population is
white, upper middle class and from the suburbs of Chicago. If student wants to
prepare themselves for the globalized world that we live in today I would advise
them to go to a big state school where the student can have access to different
kinds of people. At Wesleyan all you have is people whose parents are doctors
and lawyers or whose parents live on a farm. There is so much more diversity out
there in the world than found at Wesleyan.

Because I would rather have gone to a larger school with more opportunities for
my success. I feel as if this school really destroys all of the opportunities for
students with lower GPA's to excel.

Registration and course of study choices are extremely limited. I also wouldn't
mind a warmer climate. I've been tainted by study abroad!

I need a program that is more performance and career oriented and that does not
provide such a cliquish atmosphere. And something that's not so over-priced

It is way overpriced, and some of the teachers do not provide an adequate
teaching experience

If I could transfer faculty, my cello teacher, and friends to another school that
would make the decision easy, because the people are what make IWU so
amazing. However, I do not think IWU's current priorities, or many of the
students here, are what they should be. Also, I feel that the school might need
more access to facilities/ options that a larger school can only provide. In terms
of cello teachers, you can never be sure, that's why there is grad school, and
beyond. This decision is actually probably a lie, but as I only have 1.5 years left,
I am glad I came here; it's just "what if," because I look forward to coming back.
Although I have a phenomenal instructor, if I had gotten more financial aid to
some of the better music schools I had applied to, I would have attended them.
The problem lies within the workload for music performance majors academically
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rather than within performance. Performance majors are not expected to do much
musically, especially technically, and because of this, rarely practice. There are
no technical or scale requirements; everyone learns a scale at the last minute to
play slowly for juries (specifically talking about piano). There are few exceptions
to this. Scales are found within all music; they are the essentials. Because of the
stress on academics and lack of strict musical expectations, the ensembles are not
nearly as professional as they are at other schools. The program is too much
oriented towards music education/academics. For a music education major, it’s
wonderful, but not having a better performance program is somewhat an insult to
the performance majors as well as some of the excellent faculty (or are they in
charge of this?). I can't imagine what it must be like for a double major in
performance and something else to try and play their instrument decently among
another major. Another problem would be the lack of classes (barely anything
this upcoming semester within music), and the lack of performance opportunities.
At other universities, there are electives and classes/requirements within specific
majors where they analyze music specifically within their instrument; over here,
it's all general theory and basics.

I feel this University caters to the kind of student who needs to get a college
degree to have a good job and be comfortable in life, not people who are actually
interested in scholarship. So many of my classes have oversimplified material so
it can be within the students' grasp without them having to work too hard. I pay
too much to come here if this is what I'm offered. Oh wait, they also offer me fun
little cook-outs with big inflatable playthings periodically. I guess it's worth it
then.

I feel that I have greatly grown as a person here, but I could have done better
academically at other colleges, while saving a TON of money. Wesleyan does not
compare to the other schools that cost this much, and not too many people have
heard of it.

I selected this school thinking I wanted a different major than I ended up
choosing. I would want to be at a music conservatory.

Because I am offered little financial aid and am receiving no help from the school.
I have been very disappointed in this school. I was told if the school wanted me
here, they would make it work financially and they have never made the effort. I
have also been disappointed with the academic advising. I also have been
disappointed for I was told that I would be able to pursue at least more than one
academic interest, and yet I can barely fit in the classes for my major. I have been
disappointed with the lack of availability of certain gen ed classes. I have already
had to take 4 classes at a community college to be able to graduate on time. For
how much I am paying to go to this school I should not have had to pay the extra
money to go to a community college and get classes I need to graduate on time. If
I were to do this all again, IWU would not even be on a possible school list.

I would have chosen to attend the University of the Sciences in Philadelphia to
take part in their 6 year program to receive a Doctorate degree in physical therapy
and masters in business. The biggest reasons I attended this university over others
was its strong academic reputation and the ability to earn a double degree in four
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years. However, I ended up switching my second major twice and eventually
dropping it due to problems with professors.

Not satisfied with the theory that IWU encourages multiple academic and extra-
curricular interests, but in actuality, provides very little opportunity for one to
pursue more than one academic interest and/or extra curricular

I would have rather had yes and no choice, but that was not an option. I wish that
IWU was more academically rigorous than it has turned out to be. I also feel that
since I have enrolled IWU has declined noticeably, making it less attractive to me.
I feel I would have fit in better at a larger University. Coming in as biology
major, | felt the scope of what I could do was very limited. There wasn't really
support to explore other option in terms of pre-medicine.

I think that I could have selected a school that would better prepare me to become
an educator.

I didn't realize that I would find the small school environment too claustrophobic;
I don't see the advantage of paying all this money. I am working hard to stay
afloat academically when friends at Big 10 universities are breezing through and
paying less. I haven't gotten the impression that this school's reputation really
gets its graduates into law school or grad school. I did not receive guidance when
I needed it. I have been unimpressed with the efficiency of the offices and lack of
attention to students.

I could have had more opportunities at my other choices.

I don't know if I will be able to get into graduate school because I do not have a
3.0 at IWU, and I could easily have over a 3.0 at most other universities I
considered.

The administration does not care about its students. Greek life is a major draw to
the school and encompasses the entire social life of IWU, but the system is treated
like garbage. IWU is also not known to the country at all. I know that I could have
gone to a cheaper school and would have been successful. If I knew I wanted to
spend this much on a college I would have went to a much more prestigious
university.

The department for my major was not as good as I thought it would be.

For many of the reasons that I stated in the expectation section.

Too small.

Too much waste (budget and time-wise), too much inefficiency, too much of the
students asking for one thing and the school giving something else.

Not what I expected.

I feel that I would have gotten a better education in Educational Studies from a
different University.

The Administration wastes money on bad investments and despises the Greek
community which is the lifeblood of the Campus' night life, community service,
and whose alums make most of Wesleyan's new facilities possible. It is highly
segregated and expensive. The reputation of the school is practically unknown
outside of Illinois.

I would rather go to a big school with more majors, classes, clubs, sports,
diversity, etc.
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I do not enjoy IWU. The academic program is not consistent. There is not a
diverse curriculum. Many professors seem snotty. I believe I would have been
more successful and happy elsewhere.

It simply doesn't fit my personality or comfort. I would have preferred to go to a
larger more diverse school that was a bit more affordable. I would prefer a larger
town as well.

Not too many choices here

I have not had the support I would like from the Biology department. Instead of
encouraging me to keep trying, they tried to make me change my major and find
something else to do from the start. I've struggled and the only reason I’ve made it
through the biology department is because of my will to make it even though I
don't fit the perfect mold that they want in the department. I also think the
Biology department needs a look at the way it prepares students, because most
students think the bio department could find a better way of teaching us what we
need to know. And not everyone is on their way to med school, which is what it
seems like the bio department is for.

I think Illinois Wesleyan appears better than it actually is when advertised. I also
think the social and academic environment should be more supportive and
inclusive. It is too competitive and isolating most of the time.

Did not offer the services implied at general orientation. Fine Arts Program is
severely lacking in quality and participation.

Because I hate this f&*king school and was forced to come here.

Stop asking me questions

Seniors

This campus is becoming increasingly more white, Christian, and conservative.
These are not things that I wanted to experience in college.

I enjoyed college here and I felt the faculty was mostly top-notch. The academic
experience was fantastic. However, I felt that there was a social aspect missing.
Some students would rather drink and go to parties on Fridays and Saturdays than
attend movies or shows at Hanson. I felt the IWU made unwarranted efforts to
crack down on a lively student-created social scene throughout my four years here
and I am still livid about it.

The pre-med program is touted as something much greater than reality--I know
many students in my graduating class who were rejected from every medical
school they applied to, even though we were "quoted" more than 95% of IWU
students are accepted into medical school. The tuition is very expensive and not
worth the price. The tuition does not justify the quality of education offered. The
Accounting department currently only has two tenured professors. A liberal arts
college is supposed to encourage students to pursue their passion, even if their
interests are broad. The majority of my professors discouraged students from
double majoring. The school is currently running on a deficit and in comparison,
other colleges of similar price spend more money on their students than IWU. It
appears that for the sake of diversity, many students who do not academically
qualify to be an IWU student, are currently attending the university.
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While I appreciate the many opportunities I have had, I was disappointed by how
much pressure there is to join Greek life and the overall social atmosphere.

I could have been just as successful after graduation for half the price, and could
have had more fun on the weekends.

IWU was not my first choice, but I wanted a wide variety of options for
major/minor. Now that I know what I like, IWU was not the place.

I feel like there are better places for me. I would have liked to go somewhere
with a more liberal community.

Too small of a campus -too strict -not ethnically diverse

Too expensive and too stressful. I'm going to Florida, where they've never even
heard of this school, so I should have just gotten the degree from an easier and
cheaper school.

Except for the people I've met, I don’t think IWU has prepared me enough for the
occupation I want to pursue, Public Relations.

I would have chosen a less expensive school that had some more interesting
classes/majors

I would have had better medical school prospects if I had gone to another school
like Loyola Chicago and maybe even U of I where I would have been able to
stand out academically and have a well-known institution to back me up.

I now suspect that Illinois Wesleyan's overall reputation is inflated by its science
programs; its humanities programs do not seem as varied or good as those of
Beloit College for example (although I could be wrong, haven't seen Beloit in
detail).

My major (business) did not prepare me for a career in business. It may actually
have hurt me as I had to unlearn things I was taught in class once I started having
internships.

I was not happy at Wesleyan I just chose to stay because I felt I had no other
options. I received a great education, but my development socially and spiritually
lacked significantly.

It was not a good fit for me - too small, too rural, not enough diversity, and too
many people unhappy here; too much drama in my department doesn't have a
program for the career path I'm pursuing. Too much like high school . . . But I've
gotten a solid education.

The campus is too strict when it comes to students wanting to have fun, especially
when it comes to Greek life. College is supposed to be the best years of our lives.
Let students make some mistakes. That’s how people learn. With the difficulty
of our academics, to deny us a chance to have fun on this campus is ridiculous,
leave us alone and let us do what we do. Things will be fine

For the reasons listed before. I also feel that this institution states all the time that
it has a huge diversity of classes and opportunities, but it's too small to do so!
Because I feel I would have done better in a school closer to a bigger city.

Not diverse enough, not tolerant or politically liberal, administration and faculty
are close-minded, bias
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Conservative and petty student body whose focus is more on religion, partying,
and athletics than academic accomplishment. Impersonal administration. Great
faculty, poor student body.

I would've chosen a school with a stronger program in my major and a more
diverse, open minded student body.

There are no mountains or oceans in Illinois.

The only reason I was compelled to say yes what the Collegiate Choir experiences
I had, but it is an extracurricular activity and not even related to my major. I
could have saved a lot of money and has a similar or better educational
experience.

Because IWU does not have an animal science program.

I have found that Illinois Wesleyan is much better at recruiting than it is at
delivering the promises it makes while recruiting. I have hated my choice of
major- History. All professors have one specialty, and basically teach the same
exact class with different course numbers. I have also felt that the college has
clashed far too much in my years with the fraternal organizations on campus.
Granted, there are times when they needed to be disciplined, but there are also
times that they need to be recognized when they were not.

The atmosphere is childish at times, and very intolerant and not diverse.

First of all, I think that the University is much too expensive. Second, the current
administration is enforcing rules on the Greek community that are absolutely
ridiculous. The Greek community is a group that donates quite a bit to this
university post-graduation- it seems as though the school is slowly trying to get
rid of this generous group of people due to their lifestyle choice. Third of all, the
university has no diversity what so ever. Lastly, some of the professors at this
university should either go back to school or seriously re-evaluate their teaching
approach. The only reason I have stayed at this university for the entire four years
is because of the friends I have made here and the few professors I admire. I can't
say that I haven't learned anything while I have been here because I have. As a
result of the great contacts with Alums and the help of the career center (which is
invaluable to this university) I have been able to secure a job post-graduation.

Reasons for Saying “No” to Living the Mission

First-Year Students

The University is busy tinkering. Lots of things are changing. So I don't feel that
the University is going to be able to completely fulfill its mission until its
expansion (which was meant to help it fulfill its mission) is complete.

Because I believe that I1l. Wesleyan does not encourage a wider world view for its
students.

Because you don't have a wide variety of majors and for the amount of money
that we pay for to attend here, we deserve much much more.

I answered NO because while President Wilson recently signed the Talloires
Declaration he has not shown a strong commitment to running a sustainable
campus and ensuring students are educated about sustainability. A section of all
gateway classes should be geared toward environmental problems to make sure
all freshmen are exposed to the problem.

I do not believe the faculty live up to the expectations that are set out in the
mission statement.

I don't feel the university is doing any of those things.

I don't think IWU is doing its best to achieving its mission, especially in cases of
diversity. I'm typing this on the first floor of Ames, and as I look around I see one
Asian. Everyone else is white and either is or acts or dresses like upper middle
class citizens. That is how most of the IWU community appears to me: A largely
white, upper middle class, hetero-normative population with a few sprinkles of
ethnic or gender diversity. This lack of diversity spills over into the part of the
mission about preparing students to be global citizens: The extreme LACK of
variation in ethnicity and sexual identity or orientation leaves many of the
students ignorant of the outside world and therefore could never allow them to
become effective or knowledgeable global citizens. To be fair, though, the general
conformity and normativity of the general IWU population is mostly the students
fault. That is, IWU is partly responsible for picking most of their students to be
similar, but the blame can't all be put on IWU. Besides, the problem of
homogeneity is hardly irreparable, though it will definitely take time and effort.

I think there is a lot of room for improvement.

Illinois Wesleyan is not dedicated to academics.

In many cases faculty can work much harder at interacting with students.

It does not help people who are very career orientated and isn’t to accepting of
conservative views

There could be more efforts to ensue ethnic diversity

There is always more that the school can do to provide more opportunities for
learning and thinking.
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There is always room for improvement. The University could offer a larger
number of courses and a larger variety of courses. We could have more
instructors. We could be more environmentally aware, implementing drastic
environmental programs like composting and solar power. To be prepared for
democratic citizenship, to be a citizen of the United States and of the world, I feel
we need more contact to the external world, not just drawing from the experiences
of the few ethnically diverse students on campus. Be more service oriented. Get
out in the community. Contribute to the community. Make a tangible difference
in the lives of area residents and bring our students into contact with citizens,
locally, nationally, and internationally. Do more. Be more. There is so much
potential here to let sit. Do less talking and do more acting! Get involved.
Harness the power of sorority and fraternity service hour obligations.

Sophomores

A lot of the faculty, especially in the languages and liberal arts departments are
focused on the mission, but it seems the administration is more concerned with
developing the appeal of the school than providing an adequate education
Because of the supposed commitment to diversity, social justice, and
environmental sustainability. All of those need vast improvements in my opinion.
I answered no because I think that you can always try harder.

I answered no because this school is not diverse ethnically.

I can't make this thing change. Ugh, for numerous reasons, but I don't feel like
going into that much detail when this is being chalked into the yes category and
may or may not be read thoroughly.

I do not feel there is adequate opportunity for personal/spiritual/political growth.
There is not enough diversity.

I do not think there is an attempt to stay current, or diversify the curriculum.

I don't feel that it is a supportive community.

I don't think Illinois Wesleyan is ethnically diverse AT ALL. Nor is it
socioeconomically diverse. The vast majority of students are white, Christian,
upper or upper-middle class, and politically conservative. I don't feel that Illinois
Wesleyan is supporting the participation in a global community as best it could.

I have my reasons

I think IWU as a whole is trying its best to do whatever it can for its students;
even though at times certain faculty members do not.

I think that funding could be better spent, the campus could be FAR more diverse,
and we could be much more environmentally friendly, and more encouraging and
helpful to students trying to become active citizens in our political system.

It isn't.

More emphasis on study abroad needed. Also, more leeway for undecided
students - should require fewer classes for majors/gen eds, and require study
abroad. Study abroad experience is almost a gen ed in itself as it lets the student
broaden their ideas about the world and get to know individuals from other
cultures.

No intellectual environment
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Required non-major classes need to be dropped. People do not come to college to
take classes they don't want to.

Teaching style is far from global

There are very strict management throughout the fraternity life.

There is no comprehensive world view. There is no preparation of students for
democratic citizenship and life in a global society. The University does not help
students to follow a wide range of career and life paths (we cannot get into classes
we want to!). They do not support study abroad as they told us they would in
admissions; they changed the study abroad policy to be less generous. The
University through its policies, programs and practices is not committed to
diversity (it is committed to different colors of people on campus and highlighting
their different color, that is it, diversity does not go any deeper). I do not feel that
IWU even knows what is happening in the world, we don’t even recycle! We are
not tightly nit, because there is no nucleus to hold us together. There is the
opportunity for close interaction with excellent faculty, which both challenges and
supports students in their personal and intellectual development.

We try to pretend like this is a college where diversity of interests can be pursued,
but due to registration and people's needs for their major; it is hard to getin a
class you are simply interested in when someone NEEDS to take it. Registration
at this school is a big problem for me.

While Illinois Wesleyan is not always diverse enough to be challenging or
enriching, it certainly uses the resources it possesses for these purposes to their
full extent.

Within my majors and minors, there could be more professors with proficient
knowledge of their area.

Juniors

Critical thinking" and a "spirit of inquiry" are not objectives that are obtained
when students can always read the spark notes instead of the course-material, and
get away with it. This is typical of students here."

I answered NO because I feel that the opportunity for students to study abroad has
greatly been reduced by new policies put in place that allow the university to
make more money, thus taking more money from students.

I believe that IWU could better dedicate itself to issues of diversity,
environmental sustainability and social justice. Instilling these values within the
student body is integral to realization of IWU other tenets.

I believe there is always room for improvement. I believe that IWU is doing a
good job of following its mission statement, but there is definitely room for
continued growth and development!

I do not believe that IWU has really focused enough on environmental
sustainability.

I do not feel that the campus community is as tightly knit as the Mission
Statement would like it to be.

I don’t know, the mission statement is too long and I didn’t actually read it
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I don't feel IWU is committed to diversity, social justice and environmental
sustainability

I feel a lot of decisions made by the higher ups aren't necessarily made with the
students in mind.

I feel that I wasn't challenged in some of the areas stated in the mission. When I
wanted to challenge myself I was told I would fail and I should try a different
challenge. Not every teacher has done this but a few happen to have ruined my
opinion of the rest.

I feel that not all majors are given equal opportunities to pursue their career goal
through use of things like the career center. Also, some majors are not granted the
full liberal arts experience because their majors are so demanding compared to
other majors.

I said no because in its mission statement, it states "offering diverse curricula in
liberal arts." However, that is quite the opposite in the School of Nursing, where
the curriculum for this particular major is regimented and allows for very little
studies outside of the nursing curriculum.

I think IWU has some things it can work on to make it less strict socially but more
intense academically. I also think we can work cross-curriculum a little more.
Everyone is in their own little niche. I know that's hard, but still can be improved.
I would like to see more connection with students. I think students should take
part in the mission. The opportunities are there, but the communication is
lacking.

Illinois Wesleyan is not extremely supportive. It seems pretty cliquey to me. The
faculty is not always excellent. They are all knowledgeable but some do not know
how to teach.

It doesn't foster respect for students and can's compete for intellectualism with the
plethora of better schools.

It has not prepared me for a career very well, and some of the faculty are
excellent, while others are less than.

It is not possible that every aspect of the mission can be achieved at its highest
level. There is always more room for improvement.

It offers the possibilities, yes, but then doesn't make sure students take advantage
of them. The university is not committed to diversity or environmental
sustainability. Academics statements are correct and fulfilled for the most part,
but this does no good if the students do not then apply the lessons/opportunities to
their case.

Students call it the "Wesleyan bubble" and it's true - no one really knows much of
what goes on outside of here.

IWU is not centered on its students or interested in helping their students become
the best professionals they can be. Instead they seem to be focused more on their
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reputation and getting as much money as they can. Obviously there must not be
some wise spending, for tuition is already outrageous, then they hound alumni all
the time for money, and claim they have no money. Where is all this money
going? As a student no one has ever informed me how my money is being used.
IWU is not very diverse at all, and although there are many programs involving
environmental sustainability, there is still far from a sustainable mentality on
campus.

IWU needlessly wastes its money in the face of a shrinking endowment. This
leads to increased tuition to pay for superfluous expenses. In addition the faculty's
efforts are lackluster with more emphasis being put on strictness for prestige's
sake than quality of teaching.

IWU's reputation is not as great as it claims. We're not ranked very high in US
News top liberal arts colleges. IWU 1s unknown outside of the Midwest and
prevents students from getting into good grad schools outside of the Midwest
Money is not being spent in the ways it states

same issues I mentioned before

Support jumps out at me. I don't think that some of the faculty and staff are very
supportive at all. The biology department especially. I do agree that the education
you get here is top notch, and it has excellent professors, but not everyone learns
the same, and that puts them at a disadvantage to everyone else. I am just as
capable at becoming what I want as anyone at this school, but the way things are
taught at this school is not for everyone. I think that the university could do a
better job in teaching in a way that allows a large number of people to succeed. If
it's our dream, you should help us get there and not everyone gets to the same
place by the same, tired method.

That is the mission that they school would like to portray to potential students. It
for sure is not what is carried out.

The mission statement is WAY too long and no one in their right mind looking to
find more out about the school would actually want to read that entire thing. It
should be shortened.

The school does not bring "inquiry" out of the students, it simply asks them to
complete the curriculum and to graduate. It has no "world view" and simply
looks at other, local colleges that are similar for what it could be. It does not
understand what happens in the world and does not focus on our worldwide
society. Itis currently trying to destroy the Greek community on campus, cutting
of around 1/3 of its men from a "life path" that they would, statistically, have
chosen if it weren't for the school's intervention. It is currently working on
diversification, but much of what it does is BS and does not provide a diverse
campus experience (90% of the students are from Chicago area and more than
that are white middle/upper class). The staff and university DO NOT SUPPORT
the students, and they do not care what the students want as long as they get their
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money and as long as they look good to prospective students so that they will
come and pay them.

There can
also be more done to match students with proper advisers, whom are fully capable
of assisting students with long term goals.

This school treats students like customers.

I said no because IWU is not very diverse even though their mission says they
strive to be.

I'm an optimist who thinks that there's always room for improvement.

A tightly knit, supportive university community, together with a variety of
opportunities for close interaction with excellent faculty, both challenges and
supports students in their personal and intellectual development. There is not
enough state or ethnic diversity, and not enough support for diverse students
Because IWU is in such a rural area and has such a homogeneous student body, it
has to work especially hard to instill a "comprehensive world view" and
preparedness for "global citizenship" in its students. I don't think enough is being
done in this respect. Furthermore I think that the high proportion of business
majors and career-oriented values fostered all around do not help this cause.
Because some majors are a lot more limited in the types of courses they may take.
It's an extremely long mission statement and I stop reading after a couple of lines.
Because he university does not really care about social justice, or the need for
diversity. It has adopted this language without a commitment to its principles and
without understanding why it is important.

Diversity on this campus tends to be focused only on racial, but it should be
extended to regional, ideological, religious, etc. That means that we have to have
programs that are going to attract that target audience first, and then recruit
students. There's nothing IWU has that somewhere else doesn't. That needs to
change.

From my time here I feel those in charge are not as interested in student welfare
and progress as I would like. Diversity here is a joke; I might as well be going to
a Chicago high school. Virtually all of the non-white students are either from
abroad or are here to play basketball or football. Environmentally this campus is
horrible, starting and ending with SAGA and Sodexho in general. The whole food
program needs to be overhauled as it is a waste of both food and student money.
And I can't help but think back to Tommy's, where the food is sold in Styrofoam
containers, unless you agree to pay $.75 extra. If ever anyone wanted to know
how Sodexho, the prison food international conglomerate scum, feels about the
environment, which is your answer.

I do not believe that the university is living up to it's commitment of educating
students on social justice. It does not encourage students to go outside their
comfort zones on this account.

I would have to say that aside from fine arts classes, creativity is not part of the
learning experience. In addition, I'm not sure what is meant by critical thinking-
it's such a broad term that can be defined in many ways; critical thinking is not
always demonstrated in IWU courses.

Illinois Wesleyan promotes essential versions of different ethnic, gender and
sexual identities. It does not seriously grapple with difficult issues and tries very
hard to be politically correct.

Illinois Wesleyan University does not have the academic or teaching resources to
handle the size of its student body, especially in rapidly growing areas such as the
sciences and business.

It does not seem that the university administration fully supports programs and
practices are committed to diversity, social justice and environmental
sustainability. Specifically, diversity on this campus is only thought of as racial
diversity.

Here, I have to pay
tuition here even when I'm not going here. Students used to use that price
difference to pay for plane tickets, etc. I cannot study abroad as a result of this
change (although I can hardly afford to go here, so maybe that's why). Also, the
diversity on campus is lacking, in every area. Christianity dominates, most
people I interact with are from upper-middle class families and those that aren't
are barely scrapping by because of the lack of financial aid. The number of
minorities on campus, especially Asian, Pacific Islander, and Hispanic, are
lacking. I miss this kind of diversity in my classes. Also, I wish it were possible
for all students to participate and math or science courses without feeling out of
place or unprepared even for 100 level courses. To be honest, IWU is a very
expensive choice for college and it doesn't really feel like I'm getting my money's
worth in terms of facilities for the arts or residential housing (really look at
Blackstock, it’s a wreck). Also, when I looked at transferring, I was very
disappointed to see how few credits are transferrable, making it nearly impossible
to transfer without starting over academically.

I'm still satisfied, because
I'm glad I didn't have to spend all my time focused on academics or anything, and
I'm glad we have a reputation as an excellent academic institution, but I think a lot
of other similar schools are surpassing us in real preparedness and instruction in
some departments.

I just want IWU to be among the top in the nation. It's very good, don't get me
wrong. I think it should be more challenging -- I want it to produce Harvard-like
graduates. I know that's a shallow and vague statement, I just want this university
to kick my ass every day so I learn a lot.

I like the faculty, not the administration. IWU can be cliquish and the student
body is vaguely polarized, as I mentioned before. I had to find my own internship
opportunities; no one at IWU helped me. I had to arrange my entire study abroad
on my own at another school as well. Advisors were helpful when they could be.
I love the campus. I love the environment. Sometimes I feel it is too strict to be a
college of adults, but have a wonderful time here.

I really hope this helps the top administration here recognize the weaknesses and
see the potential to fix them.

I really love this university. I just want selectivity to continue to raise (I feel it is
slipping) and the environmental awareness to be a high priority.

I think IWU likes to think that they are very ethnically diverse but the reality is
that only middle to upper-class white families can afford this school, so it is not
diverse at all.

I think IWU needs to keep up its awareness about global issues, the environment
and diversity. I think we need to cut down on tuition (or no one will be able to
afford to come here!). Despite these suggestions, IWU is great, though difficult to
get through.

I think some of the faculty and courses here are exceptional, while other
professors and classes are sub-par. This semester three of the four classes I took
had professors who were not very good. It was disappointing.

I think the IWU community focuses on Biology and the sciences, other than other
areas of study. The majority of faculty holds students who are majoring in the
sciences above others. The students also tend to believe that they are in a "harder"
major or a more prestigious major if they are biology majors. I have been told
more than once that my major is a lot easier than biology and that if I were in bio;
I would not be as successful as I am now.

I want there to be more emphasis on helping students with lower GPA's.

I wish I could stay here and take advantage of everything that IWU offers because
it is so unique -- but nobody really knows.

I wish nursing students could study abroad like Valparaiso University nursing
students can. Also, help the international students out. Last year my friend
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couldn't afford tuition for his senior year and was deported. Now he has to start
his baccalaureate program again as a freshman. That's just cruel.

I wish that people outside of the Midwest knew how great Wesleyan is!

I would like to see the president more active and present on the campus. I never
see him out and about like I KNOW Minor Myers was.

Illinois Wesleyan needs more diversity in both the student body and in the faculty.
I'm an Educational Studies major. I don't know what that would fall under in the
next question.

It would be nice if admissions would focus more on academic achievement these
recent years, it displeases me that the average ACT score has dropped
dramatically the past couple years along with what seems to be the general
intelligence of the underclassmen.

IWU needs to be affordable to those depending in academic scholarships,
especially those in the lower-middle income bracket. I feel that often times IWU
sacrifices these scholarships, as well as financial aid for lower-middle income
students.

IWU needs to offer a greater range of classes. Each semester upon registering, my
options are extremely limited. I realize it is a small school but even for my major I
am only ever presented with two options for classes each semester. Also, it is
disappointing that more teachers do not elect to teach a May Term.

IWU offers an exceptional education. I just wish it came with the prestige it
deserves.

Minor complaint of university is the use of the Shirk Center for non university
related events. As a student I feel that I should be able to use the gym without
worrying about whether or not a high school event is going on.

My kids will for sure not being going to this school. I will also not be
recommending it to anyone in the future.

While Wesleyan may be steep in price, they offered me a great academic
scholarship, which is the main reason I chose this school over Augustana and
Knox. My favorite part has been the small class atmosphere, which allows me to
voice my opinion on any and every topic.

As with any university, there have been several ups and downs. Overall I have
had a very positive experience. My main complaint is that the heads of
departments are not quick to act on student concerns and communication between
departments was very slow or non-existent. This caused several different times
where a students would receive mixed messages from different people.

Don't make IWU a dry campus; we are not living in 1950. Encourage liberalism,
student rallies, protests, demonstrations. Curb the influence and power of
organizations like DRL and Intervarsity.

Don't pay so much money to clean the campus furniture, you're getting ripped off.
Then you won't have to charge so much for tuition.

Even though I am pleased with my prospects after graduation I in no way feel that
I am better for having attended IWU. And in fact, the two most positive
experiences I have had during my time here (related to education), studying
abroad and working with Dr. William Brandon, will no longer be possible for
those entering this school after me due to meaningless politics, insecurity, and
money-grabbing by those in charge.

Even though I didn't have as great of success in the gen ed program that I wanted
to, I would recommend the theatre department to anyone!

First year advising needs to improve.

Although their placement rate for graduates in most fields is high, they do not
strive to get their students into the best programs but are concerned only with the
statistics.

I feel that a little better guidance, especially career guidance and networking,
would be truly beneficial, or at least appreciated. Perhaps by fault of my own, I
realized my future goals later on in my academic career and feel, thus that a lot of
the support and courses that I could have taken were not made available. I could
have used better guidance.

I find the humanities departments at IWU to be too traditional.

I know many, MANY people who would never recommend anyone go here. It
has been a bad experience for me, and I could have saved much more money
going to a better institution.

I love this school. Thank you.

I think IWU needs to focus on fostering the growth of well-rounded students
rather than socially awkward geniuses.

I think making people pay more to study abroad is not a wise decision. People
should be able to have the great opportunity to study abroad and by charging
Wesleyan tuition and then more since they have to pay for the flight etc...

I think that Wesleyan should not have changed its policy regarding study abroad.

Ideally, I would like to see the business department become more recognized.

Because business has become such a popular major, I
think the next logical step is to work towards a better national ranking and create
its own school with separate majors in marketing, finance, management, and
accounting.

Some of the changes that have been made at Wesleyan in recent years have
changed the school in a way that I don't believe is for the better. Some amazing
teachers that drew me to Wesleyan don't work there anymore, and the reasons
why I chose this school seem to be disappearing.

Survey is too long...
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Tenured professors should not feel like their jobs are never going to be taken
away from them, even after improper behavior with several students.

The administration needs a lot of work. They are not at all friendly with students
and they do not make students feel that their opinions are important or respected.
They give the impression that they are going to do what they want to do,
regardless of what the students like.

The school of music is one of the finest in the nation for vocal music
development.

The students are not as interesting, diverse, or intellectually accomplished as at
higher ranking universities, but they are provided a wealth of opportunities, and
many students do take advantage of them and achieve. The faculty is truly top-
notch and cares deeply about teaching. You will not necessarily be motivated by
your fellow students' energy, but there are other energies in this place.

The university stresses its selectivity with an average ACT score of 29, however,
most people I talk to scored much lower than this. Why? Also, the
administration must be more forgiving and supportive of the Greek community, as
we feel isolated and looked down upon.

There needs to be more classes about entrepreneurship and they need to get
cultural sororities on campus because the ones that are offered are not very open.
We are not a very forward thinking school... My high school guidance counselor
warned me that I would not fit in here because IWU is very conservative (and I do
not mean politically- I mean socially and philosophically), and unfortunately he
was correct

We need better academic advising. We need full-time advisors who know what
they're doing. I've wasted time and money taking courses because of bad
academic advising.

While some teachers were friendly and gave good, personal attention, others in
my major seemed not as willing to help or were presumptuous and impatient, as
though they were too smart to help or did not have time to deal with my
insignificant concerns. One professor in particular was not at all encouraging of
my ideas for my future, but tried to divert my ambitions to what he thought would
be best financially and for careers prospects, instead of helping me accomplish
what I wanted to do despite the potential challenges.

Yes, this university is a horrible place. It had some great faculty but they have
been denied tenure due to the hostility of their conservative [intellectually and
socially] colleagues. Having gone here made me sick and I didn't transfer because
I couldn't. Business and Bio reign supreme which makes no sense at a liberal arts
school. This is at times a glorified trade school with students who may be pulling
in high numbers on standardized and biased tests but lack the ability to think
critically.
